INFORMATION ABOUT STUDY POSSIBILITIES FOR FOREIGN STUDENTS 

TUL  commits offers these study programmes and academic titles:

· Bacholerś study programs -  standard length of study 3–4 years, (BSP)

title „bakalář“ - bachelor, bakalář umění“ – Bachelor of arts, (Bc, BcA.), equivalent to Bachelor, BSc.

· Continuing masters programs (for bachelor study programmes absolvents (NMSP),
standard length of study 1–3 years,

title „inženýr“ - Ingeneer (Ing.), „magistr“ - Magister (Mgr.), „inženýr architekt“ - Ingeneer architect (Ing. arch.), „magistr umění“ – Magister of arts (MgA) equivalent to Master, MSc.

· Masters study programs.), standard length of study 5 years (MSP),
title „Magistr“ – Magister (Mgr), equivalent to Master, MSc
· Doctors study programs - (for magister study programme absolvents), (DSP), standard length of study 3-4 years 

title „doktor“- doctor (Ph.D.),  equivalent to PhD.

Study take its course according to acredited study programmes. Further information about commited study programmes can be found on different faculties' web pages. 

Some study programmes can be studied in english language.
Special  courses

According to individual requests, there can be special courses organised by faculties as continuations of individual study programs, gaining more information or news about special topics, in both daily and distant study form.  

STUDY REQUIREMENTS, FEES

Foreign students can study at TUL

1. 
 in Czech language – with the same requirements as Czech Republic citizens. The faculty can set the Czech language examination as a requirement for taking student into the study program. 

2. 
in English language -only with chosen study programs

a) When realising parallel study program for foreigners in foreign language,  the university has a right to set fees connected with study. Information about the height of the fee can be obtained at dean's offices of individual faculties.

b) Study of selected subjects. When on an exchange and participating in various programmes (Erasmus, Socrates, Ceepus atd.), foreign students can study selected subjects in English or Czech. The requirements are defined by special directives.

TUL can offer scholarships supporting foreign students from chosen countries for some of previously mentioned study requirements. 

Acceptance to studies

Completed high school education is a necessary requirement for accepting the applicants for studies at TUL. 

The applicant hands in written application form “Application for studying at university in academic year ..…/.…. in bachelor or MoA study programme” to the faculty commiting the corresponding study programme in term set by the faculty. The applications are avaiable at study departments of individual faculties. The application can be also handed in electronically via IS STAG (www.stag.tul.cz). It is necessary to pay administration fee to file the application.

The applicant must also attach school-leaving certificate to the application, or other documents proving the degree of achieved education (diploma, addition to diploma).

Records of completing necessary previous education issued in foreign country must be handed in with nostrificative appendix (high-school education) or certificate of equality (university education).

Approval of foreign school-leaving certificates is provided by local authorities, the approval of equality of university studie is provided by local university offering similar study programme. 

All the documents must be handed over either in original version or as an officially confirmed copy with officially confirmed translation into Czech language. 

Dates for handing in the applications for studying, entrance exams, paying for entrance exams, requirements for starting education, etc. Are posted on web pages of university and individual faculties.

Study

Academic year consists of two semesters, each lasting 14-15 weeks, and 5 weeks of examination term. Beginning of winter semestr is in the week, in which the date 1st September appears. Summer semester begins in the second half of February. 

The study rules are given by internal school and faculty directives and mainly by study and examination directives, both fully valid for foreign students. 

Study and examination directives requires teachers to assess students by means of credits respective to difficulty of subject. So called ECTS (European Credit Transfer System), facilitates the students' movement among universities according to their individual preferences.

Organisational and other requirements of studies are specified by the dean of corresponding faculty by his arrangements. 

Student care

The amount of accommodation fee is set to 76,- Kč /bed/day. Students can obtain accommodation scholarship according to scholarship regulations of TUL.

Board-money amount for 1 meal is set to 25,- Kč.

HEALTH INSURANCE

Foreign students studying university in Czech Republic on their own expenses or on expense of their homeland have to pay all their possible medical treatment or to get a health insurance. (If the student comes from a country, which Czech Republic has international agreements with, and he/she does not get a health insurance, the healthcare is provided to them in an extend set by these agreements.)

Students from countries of EC, who will stay in our country, have a right to get all the necessary healthcare according to the seriousness of the disease and the length of the stay in Czech Republic with the same conditions as Czech Republic citizens, that means same availability, same quality and for the same price as czech policy holders. This is also valid for providing medicaments. Healthcare (and medicaments) are payed by Czech health insurance companies.

To get healthcare from foreign insurance, the EC policy holders must show valid European health insurance card.

 If the patient doesn't show the mentioned document, he/she will be asked to pay in cash for the healthcare up to the amount that would be paid by Czech health insurance company.

(1) Foreign students have to get the health insurance for covering the expences connected with accidents or diseases in the area of Czech Republic. 

Health insurance mentioned in pt.1 of this article must be valid through whole length of stay in Czech Republic and studies at TUL.

Visa

All citizens of membering countries of EC have a right of free movement, so there is no necessity to get visa to stay in Czech Republic. Since Czech Republic is a part of EC, the only necessary document for foreigners staying here without any special restrictions is valid passport or ID card. EC citizens do not have to have visa, independent on the purpose or length of their stay here.

In case that EC citizen spends more than 3 months in the area of Czech Republic eg. working, studying or doing other activities, is allowed (not compulsory) to ask for „Approval of stay in the area of Czech Republic for EC citizens“ (see www.mvcr.cz).

Foreign students, not coming from any country of EC have to have valid passport and long-term study visa. These visa are provided by diplomatic representation of Czech Republic in student's home country according to written confirmation from TUL about acceptance to study. The period needed to obtain visa is 60 days from day of deliverance of the application to Czech immigration office in Prague. These visas can be prolongated continually, always up to one year when student does not leave ČR (more information can be obtained at ministry of internal affairs webpage ).
